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ERN4mob - European Rural Network for
Job Mobility is a European project that
aims to connect people from different EU
countries and from counties beyond the
Union who live together in the same
local communities, to raise awareness of
their common values and needs and to
promote the empowerment of their social
and multicultural differences, through the
creation of a network of European rural
municipalities for job mobility that will
work in the benefit of citizens’ social and
labour integration in order to achieve a
smart, sustainable and inclusive growth of
rural Europe. 20 rural municipalities from
6 different EU countries will participate
in the project. During two years, they will
develop activities of citizen participation
to lay down the foundations of this
European rural network. The project

is promoted in the framework of the
Programme Europe for Citizens 2014-
2020 (Strand 2.2, Networks of Towns) and
its total grant is EUR 127,500. The project
starts in January 1st, 2016 and ends on
December 31st, 2017.

-To establish, develop and enhance
functional and sustainable cooperation
among different European rural
municipalities and their citizens of
different nationalities living together in
the same local communities, for a better
integration, participation and interaction
in the residence country

+To identify common needs regarding
European job mobility and to develop
